300 Hour Service-Every 300 Hours

Change engine oil  and filters / Change fuel filters / Change water filter (if equipped) / Crawlers-check/adjust track tension / Check fire extinguishers / Inspect lights and change bulbs as needed/Change air filter and empty dust bowl/Change transmission oil filter/Test coolant for a minimum strength of -37C./Check and maintain oil levels at proper levels as per the unit’s maintenance manual / Grease complete crane including rope, rotec using maintenance manual to locate all grease points / Drain water from air tanks (if equipped) / Clean battery terminals and check battery fluid levels /   File & store daily inspections. Check condition of operators’ manual and maintenance manual.

Every 600 Hours (to be done in addition to the items on the 300 hour service).

Change hydraulic oil filter(s) / Using a filter cart, filter the hydraulic oil in the hydraulic tank / Change power steering filter, if equipped / Inspect load line and drum.

Please respond Back to brandon@mountaincrane.com with all weekly reports no later than end of working day Wednesday.

We both need to keep your job and our crane running well in order to minimize costs related to maintenance. If we (Mountain Crane) do not receive reports back by the Wednesday of the appropriate week Mountain Crane, and scheduled maintenance and inspections are not being performed, we will need to dispatch as service provider and bill at cost + 10%.
